Installation

If required the beacon sounder can be locked to its base

using its locking screw.

The O ring supplied must be fitted and suitable glands

fitted to achieve IP65 Sealing.
A separate earth terminal is provided for the continuous

connection of screens or functional earthing
‘Gas Alarm’ legends are provided as standard and are

fitted using the beacon sounder fixings.

The default setting minimises power requirements

for addressable installations. Check power usage
before making changes that could affect system

operation
